How?

Typical length for a child's birthday

party is one to two hours. The puppet
show should be scheduled approximately
30 minutes into your event; this allows
time for your guests to arrive, get ac-
quainted and visit prior to the show.
Some families plan a craft (i.e. making
puppets, hats or masks) prior to the pup-
pet show as the children arrive. Other
families let the children play and do big
movement activities. It all depends on
your individual needs and tastes. Puppet
show performance lengths vary between
30-45 minutes.

Don't forget o mention the pup-
pet show start time on your invi-
tations--this encourages your
guests to arrive prior to the
start of the show so no one
misses the fun.
